First reading Acts 8:5-8,14-17

Philip went to a Samaritan town and proclaimed the Christ to them. The people united in welcoming the message Philip
preached, either because they had heard of the miracles he worked or because they saw them for themselves. There were, for
example, unclean spirits that came shrieking out of many who were possessed, and several paralytics and cripples were cured.
As aresult there was great rejoicing in that town.

‘When the apostles in Jerusalem heard that Samaria had accepted the word of God, they sent Peter and John to them, and they
went down there, and prayed for the Samaritans to receive the Holy Spirit, for as yet he had not come down on any of them:
they had only been baptised in the name of the Lord Jesus. Then they laid hands on them, and they received the Holy Spirit.

Second reading 1 Peter 3:15-18

Reverence the Lord Christ in your hearts, and always have your answer ready for people who ask you the reason for the hope
that you all have. But give it with courtesy and respect and with a clear conscience, so that those who slander you when you are
living a good life in Christ may be proved wrong in the accusations that they bring. And if it is the will of God that you should
suffer. it is better to suffer for doing right than for doing wrong.

Why, Christ himself, innocent though he was. had died once for sins_ died for the guilty. to lead us to God. In the body he was
put to death, in the spirit he was raised to life.

Second reading 1 Peter 4:13-16

If you can have sotne share in the sufferings of Christ, be glad, because you will enjoy a much greater gladness when his glory
is revealed. It is a blessing for you when they insult you for bearing the name of Christ, because it means that you have the
Spirit of glory, the Spirit of God resting on you. None of you should ever deserve to suffer for being a murderer, a thief, a
criminal or an informer; but if anyone of you should suffer for being a Christian, then he is not to be ashamed of it; he should
thank God that he has been called one.
